Please note that all except the Northern Rivers Soil Health Award, align with the National and New South Wales Landcare Awards
Preparing your nomination

· Multiple nominations are welcome, but the same nomination cannot be used for more than one award category. You will need to make a separate nomination, including the page of contact details, for each award category you wish to nominate for. 
· Each nomination must be submitted on a separate nomination form, complete with the page of contact details. A separate nomination form has been developed for each category, so please ensure you use the correct form for your nomination
· Nomination forms are available at your local Landcare Inc. web page or the Northern Rivers Catchment Management Authorities (NRCMA) web page: http://www.nrcma.nsw.gov.au,  or a hard copy can be requested (see details at end of this document)

· Make sure your nomination directly addresses each of the specific judging criteria for the award category it is being submitted under
· You may nominate yourself, your own organisation, or another individual or organisation
· Past winners may nominate again, but their 2011 nomination needs to describe what has been achieved since their most recent win

Supporting documentation for your nomination

· You may support your nomination with relevant documentation that helps show how you have addressed the criteria. This could include plans, maps, publications, before and after photos, and/or media coverage.
· The contact information of two referees needs to be provided with your nomination.

Photographs to accompany your nomination

· Please include at least two good quality digital photographs featuring you/your organisation, and activities relevant to your nomination
· All photographs need to be clearly labelled with captions
· Only digital images are required, please send these on a CD or flash drive if posting your nomination, or as individual attachments if emailing.
· When taking photos, set your camera on the highest resolution possible and turn off the date stamp on your camera

· Please submit photographs as high resolution JPEG (preferable) or TIF files (resolution of at least 3-5 megapixels, or a file size of at least 1Mb is usually suitable)

· Photographs with people are preferable. Landcaring depends upon people – we want to see you!
Promotional use of your nomination and photographs

· Subject to your permission, nomination content and supporting documents and photographs may be used for promoting the 2011 Northern Rivers Landcare Awards, and natural resource management in the region within the NCRLN’s and NRCMA’s media materials.
· The nomination form includes a section for you to grant or deny permission for such use
Submitting your nomination

· Nominations can be submitted as hard copies and posted in the mail, or as electronic copies and emailed.
· Posting hard copies

Judging your nomination

· Each nomination received will be judged by a small panel of independent judges chosen for their expertise and understanding of the particular category
· Judges will base their assessment on the information presented to them in the nomination

· Judges will assess the extent to which each nomination meets each criteria for the given award category to arrive at their final decision
Outcomes of judging
· Winners will be announced at the 2011 Northern Rivers Landcare Awards Presentation and Celebration, to be held at Grafton, venue to be advised, on Friday the 1st of April, 2011 (a date to put in your diary now!)

The definition of Landcare Ethic:
The term ‘Landcare ethic’ refers to the ethic of caring for the land carried out by local community groups.  It is partnership between community groups, schools, businesses and local government working together and supporting projects and plans to address local environmental issues.
